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Did you know that VET is one of the best pathways to employment? Across the EU, 
recent graduates of VET programmes at upper secondary level and post-secondary 
level tend to be significantly more employable than recent graduates of general 
education: the employment rate of VET graduates was 76.1 % in 2020, compared 
to just 58.3 % for general education graduates1.
