Thematic workshop 6: European cooperation in VET: time to
move up a gear in a globalised world

VET policy has been part of the European project since its very start in 1957.
European VET consists of a variety of distinct systems adapted to national,
regional and local circumstances, which are seen as a guarantee of relevance and
response to local labour market needs. At the same time, these systems are under
pressure to respond to globalisation of technologies, labour markets, industries
and sectors. European policies and programmes support Member States in
preparing for the impact of international and global environments on national VET
provision. While Erasmus+ mobility prepares individuals to work globally, EU tools
are improving transparency between systems and qualifications. The question is
whether increased European cooperation can better address the accelerating
challenges. What should be the focus of European cooperation in the coming
decade? What type of cooperation arrangements are needed to match national
governance to growing European and international learning and working
environments?
