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So far, 46 countries have hosted events and activities, reaching more than 2.6 million people.6 

The very first Skills Week was already a very great success.  
And since then it has only gotten better and better.  
From 980 events in 2016 to over 1,600 this year, 
reaching 2.6 million people across 46 countries7. I am 
therefore very pleased that we have reached more 
people than ever before during this fourth edition of 
our Vocational Skills Week, and hope that they too will 
spread the word about the quality of vocational education.
